1. Introduction and Project Overview
SWCSWDD1, in its capacity as the Sweetwater County Solid Waste Disposal District #1, is soliciting formal proposals from qualified vehicle suppliers and authorized dealerships for the acquisition of a single new 2025 or 2026 full size three-quarter-ton, four-door, four-wheel-drive pickup truck, the specifications of which are detailed in Section 3. The intended application for this unit is to serve as an Operator Maintenance Truck. The District requires vehicles that demonstrate superior reliability, optimal cost-effectiveness, and adherence to stringent safety standards to meet its critical operational requirements.
Objective: The objective of this RFP is to establish a contract for the supply and delivery of one (1) new 2025/2026 three-quarter-ton, four-door, four-wheel-drive pickup truck, ensuring comprehensive compliance with all technical and budgetary parameters by first quarter 2026.
2. General Requirements and Submission Instructions
A. General Requirements
1. Compliance: All proposed vehicles must comply with all applicable local, state, and federal safety, emissions, and environmental regulations (e.g., Department of Transportation, Environmental Protection Agency standards).
2. Warranty: The provision of a standard manufacturer’s warranty is mandatory. Proposers must provide a detailed delineation of both the basic and any proposed extended warranty coverages within their submission.
3. Service and Maintenance: Proposing entities are required to meticulously delineate their capacity to provide comprehensive post-sale service, scheduled maintenance, and the immediate availability of critical replacement parts within the designated operational state and regional area.
4. Pricing: All submitted pricing must be firm and fixed, encompassing all requisite taxes, associated fees, destination charges, and dealer preparation costs (DTC). Furthermore, the proposed pricing must be warranted for a minimum duration of sixty (60) calendar days subsequent to the proposal submission deadline.

3. Spec Sheet Check: Confirm, line by line, that your proposed truck meets all the mandatory and desired specs in Section 3.
4. Money Talk: The completed pricing sheet from Section 4.
5. Warranty Details: All the information on your warranties and maintenance plans.
6. Delivery Date: Your proposed timeline for getting the truck to us after we sign the contract.
